I andmypartyare ready
tosupporttheBillonly if thegov-
ernmentassuresthatnogambling
willbepermittedinGujarat—on-
line or offline,” said Umesh
Makwana,AAPMLAfromBotad.

“Ifthefinanceministerisreally
falling short ofmoney to run the
government, then let the salaries
of allMLAsbecutby50percent.
Donot givepermission for gam-
bling,”Makwanasaid.

Citinga“gambling”episodeof

Parmarpointedout thatGujarat
hasananti-gamblinglawthatdis-
allowspeopletogambleinpublic
and inside the privacy of their
homes.

ButDesai,whointroducedthe
Bill, intervened saying the GST
amendmentswouldnotpromote
gambling inthestate.Hesaidthe
amendmentBill is to implement
therecommendationsof theGST
Council and tomaintain unifor-
mityinGSTlawacrossstates.“The
GSTamendments(thatarepartof
theBill) havebeenunanimously
agreedtobyallstategovernments.
TheamendmentsinthisBilldonot
providelicencetostarttheseactiv-
ities(casinos,horse-racingandon-
line gaming) in Gujarat. But if
someonefrom
Gujarat uses
the online
gaming plat-
forms, they
will have to
paytax,”Desai
said, adding
that even
Congress-
ruled Rajasthan and states like
Tamil Naduhave permitted the
GSTamendments.

BJPMLAManishaVakil said
thegovernmentattemptsto“con-
trol”gambling.“Thosewhoenter
onlinegamingapplicationshave
topayaplatformfeeofRs20.Ifthe
personcontinuestoplay,thenthe
chargeisanadditionalRs80.Sofar,
18percentGSTwasbeingcharged
on platform fees, but after the
amendment (mentioned in the
Bill),28percentGSTwillbeappli-
cable to the entireRs 100.
